A Family Affair - Benetton

Benetton Group is a global brand, based in Treviso, Italy. The name comes from
the Benetton family who built probably the most remarkable family venture of the late
20th century. The Benetton clothing line was created by three brothers and their sister
in a small knitting shop in Ponzano Veneto, Italy. When their father died, the eldest,
Luciano, left school to work in a clothing store in order to support his mother, a sister,
and two younger brothers.

In the mid-1950s Guiliana Benetton made her elder brother Luciano a multi-
coloured pullover. The colours were more exciting than the ones normally used in
men’s sweaters at that time. Luciano, who was then twenty and had worked as a men’s
clothing salesman in Treviso, realized his 17-year-old sister’s talent. The two siblings
sold their bicycle and accordion and scraped together enough cash to buy their first
second-hand knitting machine in 1955. And so Benetton was born. The bright colours
in which the original sweater was knitted became its trademark.

In 1965 the Benetton company was formed as a partnership with Luciano as
Chairman, his brother Guilberto in charge of administration, their younger brother
running production, and Guiliana as chief designer. The firm’s success depends on a
family structure which is now rare in Italy and the rest of Europe. Six of their eleven
children also work in the company. However, Luciano has also come to
include friends and colleagues in the business once they have demonstrated a solid
commitment to the firm, which is why he is unconcerned about the group’s future.

The Benetton Group produces over 110 million garments every year, over 90 per
cent in Europe. The Italian multinational company has become one of the world’s
biggest suppliers of casual clothes. It is a corporation which has now diversified into

banking, supermarkets, sporting equipment, restaurants and Formula One cars.

Pricing
In the market economy the business success of any company or entrepreneur
mostly depends on the correctly chosen strategy and tactics of pricing on goods

and services. Price is perhaps the most important of the four Ps of marketing

(product, promotion and place being the others) since it is the only one that
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generates revenue for a company. Pricing is a rather difficult process because
prices mostly depend on the situation in the market. The range of political,
economic and social factors has a great influence on the price level. Today your
price can be determined by the costs factor, and tomorrow its level will depend on
the customer's behavior.

However, nowadays the most part of entrepreneurs of our country has no
necessary theoretical and practical knowledge of the complicated mechanism of
goods and services pricing. As a result, establishing prices entrepreneurs often
make serious mistakes. It immediately reflects on the financial results, in some
cases leads to suffering losses and sometimes even to the bankruptcy of a
company. To avoid this situation any economist and any entrepreneur must acquire
the theory and practice of pricing.

Advances in technology such as the Internet have made modern dynamic
pricing possible. Companies selling via the Internet can make databases to
determine customer characteristics and adapt products to match buying behavior
and set prices accordingly. The speed with which changes can be made on the
Internet allows sellers to make pricing changes on a daily or even hourly basis.
