Banking Reform in Russia

(1) Countries making the transition to a market economy have pursued a variety of
approaches to banking reform. To become globally competitive, however, transition
economies will need to accelerate bank privatization and the reform of bank manage-
ment and governance.

(2) The former centrally planned economies of Central and Eastern Europe, and the
Baltic countries, Russia and the other countries of the former Soviet Union face a for-
midable challenge: their banks, traditionally passive conduits for funds, must be trans-
formed into efficient financial intermediaries and active agents of market discipline.
Despite progress, weaknesses persist in many transition economies banks. The absence
of sound banking systems has hindered the development of nonbank financial markets,
private sector investment and the conduct of monetary policy.

(3) To correct structural weakness in their banking systems, transition economies
have financially restructured banks, improved enabling environments, and reorganized
banking sectors through consolidation and privatization. Significant systemic risk re-
mains, however, because of excessive exposure to weak enterprises and unsound man-
agement and governance. Most transition-countries have made progress toward mar-
ket-based banking systems, but none has succeeded in fully meeting the needs of the
emerging private sector. There is evidence that, unless banking reforms accelerate,
companies will find it difficult to obtain adequate and affordable services of high qual-
ity.

(4) To restore bank liquidity and solvency and meet the private sector’s financing
needs transition countries need to develop banking sectors that operate on commercial
principles in a competitive environment and that have strong management and internal
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supervision. To increase competition and improve service, governments need to open
markets to foreign banks and allow the most competitive domestic banks to extend
their locations and operations. The success of banking reforms will also require the
curtailment of funds for loss making of bank and enterprise, the acceleration of bank
and enterprise privatization, an improved legal and regulatory framework, and effi-
cient payment systems.

(5) Following the creation of a two-tier banking system in 1987, Russia’s approach
to banking reform rapidly — and partly unintentionally — diverged from that of other
transition economies. In 1988 new laws permitted the creation of cooperative banks to
serve the nascent private sector. Establishment of joint-stock banks became possible
with the 1990 banking law, with licensing subject to only minimal requirements.
Competition between a reformist Russian government and a more conservative Soviet
government led to a separation of Russian banks from Soviet banks and, in Russia, to
the break up of several state banks into independent regional banks. Together these
events fueled an explosion in the number of Russian banks: from 5 in 1989 to 1,500 in
1992 and 2,500 in 1995.

The American Tax System

The American tax system is complicated and often confusing. Federal, state, and
local governments all hold powers of taxation fundamental to their operation, produc-
ing sources of revenue for government services. There are many different types of tax-
es: sales taxes, property taxes, estate taxes, payroll taxes, licensing and fees, and the
type most people think of first — income taxes. In addition to the federal income tax,
most states also tax income of their residents and non-resident workers. Taxes have
been shaping American history since its beginning — provoking revolution, inspiring
representative government, financing war and major domestic initiatives, building
modern society, and influencing individual behavior.

In the United States, the tax systems of the various levels of government reflect
familiar American social values — some of long standing and some that reflect more
modern commercial and cultural developments. Some aspects are the obvious encour-
agements in the tax system for activities such as charitable giving and home owner-
ship. On a broader level, however, the tax system reflects the pluralism and diversity
of American society; its skepticism of concentrated government power; the importance
of property ownership and hard work; respect for the rule of law; its transformation
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into a modern commercial economy; and American basic sense of fairness.

American tax system is consistent with respect for the rule of law — being a
government of laws and not of men. The tax collector only has such discretion as in-
terpretation of the duly enacted tax laws provide — and even that discretion is subject
to review by the courts. Congress often takes the opportunity to change tax laws in re-
sponse to IRS interpretations and court decisions. In the end, it is the legislative pro-
cess that decides how Americans are taxed, which reflects their particular form of self-
government and their skepticism of concentrated power.

Many of the great debates and decisions of the founding fathers dealt with bal-
ancing the roles of the states with the role of the federal government. The federal,
state, county, and city governments all exercise taxing powers, which presents a simi-
lar set of balancing issues. States generally have broad taxing powers, and the federal
government often takes voluntary steps to accommodate and defer to state taxing pow-
ers. For example, the federal government has so far declined to collect property taxes
such as real estate taxes, leaving these taxes to state and local governments. The same
is generally true of sales taxes. Where federal and state taxes overlap, the federal sys-
tem typically defers in some way to the state system. For example, income and estate
or inheritance taxes are imposed at the federal level and are also often imposed at the
state level. In the case of such an overlap, the federal tax system permits a taxpayer to
reduce his or her federal tax based on the amount of state tax paid. State tax systems
do not provide any similar relief based on federal tax paid.

As a matter of constitutional law, the states are forbidden from imposing taxes
that place undue burdens on interstate commerce — one of the important goals of the
constitution being to assure open borders among the states. As a result, states know
that efforts to impose differential tax burdens based on whether or not the taxpayer is
based inside the state are subject to constitutional challenge. There are also basic juris-
dictional bars that require a minimum level of in-state activity before an out-of-state
person can be subject to state taxation. These rules are likely to evolve in response to
changes in the economy, but the basic principle will continue to be that a state cannot
tax a person who does not in some way access the customers, facilities, or other as-
pects of the state’s economy and infrastructure.

The Peculiarities of the American Tax System

American tax law recognizes that there are many forms of religious, charitable,
social, political, work-related, and other groups that generally are not intended to be
money-making operations and that deserve to be treated differently from businesses.
As a result, the tax law recognizes a broad variety of categories of tax-exempt organi-
zations, providing different gradations of tax benefits and reporting burdens according
to the type of activity involved. For example, charitable organizations are not only tax-
exempt, they can provide donors with a charitable donation deduction. On the other
hand, trade associations, advocacy organizations, and other non-charitable nonprofits
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do not provide donors with a charitable deduction. Religious organizations receive
perhaps the most deference, as they are excused from the usual requirements of apply-
ing to the IRS to be recognized as tax-exempt, and they are also exempt from annual
information reporting requirements.

Americans are probably most familiar with the federal income tax, which was
first enacted by President Lincoln during the Civil War to pay for the war effort. The
modern income tax originated in 1913, following adoption of the Sixteenth Amend-
ment to the Constitution. Early income taxes were collected in annual lump sums.
How are federal income taxes collected today? In the midst of World War 11, the fed-
eral income tax changed from a lumpy tax — payable all at once on April 15 —to a
pay-as-you-go tax, payable through payroll withholding. For businesses and self em-
ployed individuals, payments were spread over the year, in most cases in quarterly in-
stallments as an “estimated tax” — still somewhat lumpy, but much less so than be-
fore. This helped make the federal income tax much more politically acceptable. Other
pay-as-you-go taxes include payroll taxes and sales taxes, which have seen less politi-
cal controversy than other forms of taxation.

Industrialization transformed the American economy from a farm-based system
to a more developed economy based on manufacturing, distribution, and large-scale
organizations. People began taking regular jobs and receiving regular paychecks from
their employers, and businesses’ books became subject to external audit and verifica-
tion for the benefit of lenders and shareholders. If American economy were still domi-
nated by farmers and merchants, it would be much more difficult to implement an in-
come tax. Employees, who are subject to employer-based reporting and withholding,
and businesses that have strong non-tax reasons to maintain accurate financial reports,
form the core of the income tax system. Reports on modern tax compliance point to
the informal economy and cash-based businesses as problem areas of particular con-
cern, in part because of the absence of external checks on accuracy. In a less devel-
oped economy, these difficult areas of collection and enforcement would be more
dominant, making the income tax less manageable.

The European Commission’s Tax Policy Strategy

The European Commission's tax policy strategy was most recently set out in a
Communication of 23 May 2001 on "Tax policy in the European Union — Priorities for
the years ahead". The Commission in this Communication reiterated its belief that
there is no need for an across the board harmonisation of Member States' tax systems.
Provided that they respect Community rules, Member States are free to choose the tax
systems that they consider most appropriate and according to their preferences. In ad-
dition, any proposal for Community action in the tax field would take full account of
the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality. There should only be action at EU
level where action by individual Member States could not provide an effective solu-
tion. Many tax problems might, in fact, simply require better co-ordination of national
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policies.

Within this framework, this Communication established as a main priority for tax
policy that of addressing the concerns of individuals and businesses operating within
the Internal Market by focusing on the elimination of tax obstacles to all forms of
cross-border economic activity, in addition to continuing the fight against harmful tax
competition.

This focus on the taxpayer was linked to the Commission's general objective of
ensuring that tax policy supports wider EU policy goals, such as that established at the
Lisbon European Council of March 2000 of making the Union the most competitive
and dynamic knowledge-based economy in the world by 2010 and EU objectives in
the environmental and energy areas. Increased tax policy co-ordination would help
Member States to meet these objectives.

The Commission has since presented options for co-ordinated action to tackle tax
obstacles and inefficiencies in the company tax, VAT, excise duties, and car tax areas.
The Commission has also, as the Communication announced, become more pro-active
in taking legal action where Member States' national tax rules or practices do not com-
ply with the Treaty.
